LA IMPORTANCIA DE CADA ESPECIE/THE IMPORTANCE OF EACH SPECIES

La especie es importante segun las siguientes categorias./The species is important according to the following categories.

A Amenazada/Threatened: Especie “Amenazada” (UICN y/o RCE) o protegida por ley y/o acuerdos internacionales./
“Threatened” species (IUCN and/or RCE) or protected by law and/or international agreements.

@ Cultural/Cultural: Utilizada en actividades tradicionales (pesca artesanal, marisqueo, recoleccion, comercio local),
précticas étnicas, espirituales o religiosas y/o tiene usos alimenticios, medicinales o agroecoldgicos./Used in
traditional practices (artisanal fishing, shell fishing, gathering, local commerce), in ethnic or religious practices, and/or is used for
food, medicinal or agroecological purposes.

@ Ecolégica/Ecological: Formadora de habitat, bioingeniera, polinizadora, dispersora de semillas o potencialmente
importante para los flujos de energia y nutrientes./Habitat former, bioengineer, pollinator, seed disperser or potentially
important in energy and nutrient flow.

Econdmica/Economic: Utilizada en actividades de extraccién, transformacion y comercio./Used in removal,
transformation and commercial activities.

O Emblematica/Emblematic: "Carismatica", atrae la atencién e interés de las personas./"Charismatic’, attracts people’s
attention and interest.

@ Medioambiental/Environmental: Posible bioindicador medioambiental (del estado del medio ambiente o impacto
ambiental)./Possible environmental bioindicator (of the state of the environment or environmental impact).

v Endémica/Endemic: Solo habita en Chile o en el Cono Sur de América./Only inhabits Chile or the Southern Cone of South America.

Turismo y recreacion/Tourism and recreation: Sustenta actividades como el avistamiento de especies emblematicas
0 la pesca recreativa./Supports activities such as emblematic species watching or recreational fishing.

ALIMENTACION Y ENERGIA/FEEDING AND ENERGY

that gets its energy by feeding on animals.

fco Consumidor omnivoro/Omnivorous consumer: Animal que obtiene su energfa alimentdndose de plantas (o algas) y
animales./An animal that gets its energy by feeding on plants (or algae) and animals.

tcr Consumidor filtrador/Filter-feeding consumer: Animal que obtiene su energia alimentandose de particulas que filtra
del agua, como el plancton./An animal that gets its energy by feeding on small particles it filters out of water, such as plankton.

tc Carrofiero/Scavenger: Animal que obtiene su energia alimentédndose de animales muertos./An animal that gets its
energy by feeding on dead animals.

to Descomponedor/Decomposer: Hongo que desintegra los desechos o restos de otros seres vivos./Fungi that breaks
down wastes or remains of other organisms.

La Reserva Costera Valdiviana es un area protegida de més de 50.000 hectareas, administrada por la ONG The Nature
Conservancy, que alberga una de las mayores extensiones de bosques lluviosos de clima templado de Chile, ademas de
una biodiversidad tinica. Descubre importantes objetos de conservacion que se encuentran en ella, como bosques
de alerce, siempreverde y olivillo costero, ecosistemas de agua dulce, estuarios, costas rocosas, playas de arena y dunas.
Podrias ver animales tnicos como el zorro de Darwin, la gilifa, el pudd y la rana chilena. Conoce en esta guia 100
especies de flora y fauna de la Reserva y por qué son importantes. Aytidanos a conservar esta drea protegida y la
biodiversidad que contiene.

The Valdivian Coastal Reserve is a protected area of more than 50,000 hectares, administered by the NGO The Nature Conservancy,
that preserves one of the largest extensions of temperate rainforests in Chile and a unique biodiversity. Here you can discover
important conservation objects such as alerce, olivillo, and evergreen forests, freshwater ecosystems, wetlands, rocky coasts,
sandy beaches, and sand dunes. You may see unique animals such as Darwin’s fox, the kodkod, the South American deer, and the
Chilean giant frog. Get to know the 100 species of flora and fauna from the Reserve in this guide and why they are important. Help
us to conserve this protected area and the biodiversity it contains.
